Classes run Monday through Thursday from 9:00 A.M. to 2:00 P.M.  Students are welcome to attend on a weekly basis, or for the entire 8-week program.  The classes will introduce the topic in a Montessori approach with hands-on lessons. Our Montessori peace curriculum and our S.T.E.A.M program are weaved into each theme. Students are expected to maintain a lightened responsibility workload, to keep them academically progressing in their studies. A one-time, non–refundable registration and supply fee of $75.00 should accompany this form. These two items should be turned in to ensure your child’s spot is secure in the class. The registration and supply fee are in addition to the weekly cost of the classes. The cost of the program is $150.00 per week for full day, Monday-Thursday 9AM-2PM.The Camping week is priced differently, see the attached flyer. There is a discount of $50.00 (per child) if you sign up for all eight weeks. Children’s Tribe is pleased to offer daycare before summer school starting at 7a.m.- 9a.m. and after summer school 2 p.m.- 5:00 p.m. There is also a full daycare offered on Friday from 7am to 5pm. Daycare is $8.00 an hour before and after school. Daycare is billed the week after usage on a Monday. Camp tuition is, consider late by Wednesday the week of. A late fee of $25.00 is added after 3 days and every three days after.  

Cancellation and refunds:
Program attendance is the responsibility of the participant. Failure to attend a class does not entitle a participant to transfer, make-up, prorate or refund weekly/day rate. Cancellations that are received up to 7 days prior to the class meeting will not be charged for the week. Cancellations received less than one week prior will be billed 50% of the class cost. *You will be billed for the full amount of a cooking class if not canceled 7 days before the start of the class. All returned checks will be charged a $35 fee. If you’re paying weekly, the payment is due the Monday the class starts.

Week 1: Minecraft: Calling all gamers! This week join us to create Minecraft worlds. In this experience, gamers will become engineers and architects as they build, explore, and survive in their Minecraft world. Campers will learn about the connection between real biomes and the biomes they create. Using Minecraft Education Edition, this will allow gamers to work on problem-solving, math skills, coding capabilities, map skills and architecture. Gamers will work together, as well as independently, to create their own settlements. 
Week 1: Wicked: Defy gravity with Elphaba and Glinda this week. Welcome to SHIZ University! Each day, you can pick team Glinda or Elphaba by the colors of clothes you wear. You will learn magic from some of the best sorcerers in OZ. Your schedule will also include time for basic studies, singing, and dance classes. We will end the week with defying gravity, showing all that you have learned here at SHIZ University!
Week 2: Jurassic World: Come with us as we learn about the real-life counterparts for the animals in the Jurassic Park Franchise! We will learn about a variety of different dinosaurs and their habitats. We will study how dinosaurs thrived before they became extinct by learning and utilizing the scientific method. We will study fossils, minerals, and rocks, and create our own fossils to take home. We will be creating our own amber to discuss and recreate how Jurassic Park was invented. Adaptations and evolution will be apparent while creating their own dinosaur and creating the habitat and ecosystem that it lived in.
Week 2: World of Blossoms: We welcome you to the world of blossoms! This week, we will work with, and learn all about, flowers. Students will have the opportunity to work with different types of real and fake flowers. This week, they will create and design mini arrangements, bud vases, bouquets and flower crowns. As we learn the basics of flower care, arranging and identifying flowers, students will also have creative freedom to sketch and paint. They will also be creating paper flowers and flower crafts throughout the week. Each day, there will be class time to focus on repotting, planting and harvesting flowers from our flowers grown on campus.

Week 3: The Sewing Bees: This week, students will learn or improve their sewing skills. We will learn the terminology of sewing. Students will start hand sewing and mini projects. If the students pick up on it quickly, we will also begin the introduction of the sewing machine. Students will also have the opportunity to work on embroidery projects, as well as weaving projects to help build their skills. Students that have advanced skills will primarily be working on the sewing machine, getting comfortable with the different patterns, stitches and speed. Students will outline their project list to match their skill set. This class offers several choices for projects, creativity and a new skill set!

Week 3: Bloom & Groom: Get set for this fun week! We will be working on blooming some things and grooming our animals. This week will be full of outdoor activities, such as building a sunflower tunnel, painting, planting, and collecting wildflowers and creating edible landscaping. Students will also be collecting and analyzing soil samples from our campus. They will learn and work with our native pollinators, while learning the who, what, and why of those same creatures. Working with hydroponics, they will learn seeds starting, to prepare a proper transplanting of plants, and discovering which seeds are edible for humans. Students will learn how to give dogs, chickens, goats, rabbits and horses their basic needs including: bathing, grooming, and overall care. This will also include learning the life cycles of these creatures we know and love. We will be mucking and resetting our animals’ habitats for summer, along with clipping our chickens’ wings. This is a great week for your budding gardener and farmer to learn some hands-on, fun things. *Please ensure your student has an extra set of clothes in their backpack each day.                              

[bookmark: _Hlk188005464]Week 4: Happy Clay Days: Roll, pinch, and coil your way to beautiful ceramic pieces! Students will learn the basics of working with different types of clay. Pieces will be bisque fired and glazed. Explore a variety of techniques including slab building, coils, construction, sculpture throwing and more. Students will be able to create both decorative and functional pieces. This will be a fun, messy week that will allow for a lot of creative freedom for your student. Students should not wear good clothes to school this week.

Week 4: Kitchen Chemistry: Cooking is not only delicious, but also a great way to learn about science!  This camp will focus on the scientific principles behind cooking, such as chemical reactions, and the role of heat in cooking. Baking and cooking are like scientific experiments, combining chemical reactions of chemistry, the processes of biology and the laws of physics and even mathematics. Students will do several different experiments with an edible result! 

Week 5: Island Hoppers Cruise: Aloha! Grab your best Hawaiian shirt or dress and join us as we hop around the Hawaiian Islands. This week will be filled of Hawaiian culture, stories, food and dance coming to life. We will learn about the different volcanoes that are on the islands, as well as explore the different marine life in the ocean around the islands. This cruise will also have plenty of Hawaiian food, drinks and crafts for you to experience. Join us as we set sail for the Hawaiian Islands!
Week 5: Project Runway: This week, students will design, measure, cut, sew, modify, make and take home their very own project. No experience necessary! Students will be their own model, and we will not be eliminating anyone.  All students design and make their own projects. Students will learn hand sewing and machine sewing techniques during this camp. Each day will have a different challenge for students to go with their outfit.  Students will learn parts of the sewing machine, how to thread the machine, how to thread a bobbin, make a straight stitch, zigzag and more. On Thursday, our students will showcase their design in the runway show!
Week 6: Creepy Crawly Bug’s Life: It’s all about bugs this week!  After this week of exploring and learning about creepy crawlies, your student will be an expert entomologist. Throughout this week, we will explore the incredible world of insects! Students will have hands on experiences with living bugs and examine bug anatomy. They will learn fun, gross facts about different bugs. Within this week, students will also look at the many benefits that bugs create on our planet. We will look around the world for the deadliest, scariest and most bizarre bugs. Insects are the most abundant animals on Earth! They are the creepy crawlers that are everywhere; they also provide many necessary benefits to humans. There will be many hands-on experiences with bug bodies, life stages, bug habitats and bug houses. Students will also be able to interact with bugs in their natural environment. Within these studies, students will do arts and crafts, team building lessons and games. * We will be working with live bugs; any student that doesn’t respect the insect’s lives will be dismissed from the class.

[bookmark: _Hlk188006351]Week 6: Mission Impossible: Congratulations!  You have been accepted into spy school. Your mission, if you choose to accept it, is to become part of the elite spy team. Your training will begin on Monday. You can expect to be trained and hone your powers of observation and master mental and physical challenges.  Spy basics will also include learning Morse code, flashlight signals, and training on the spy obstacle course. Day 2 of spy training is all about chemistry, disappearing ink, chromatography, and experimenting with mystery powder. Next, we will learn to investigate and collect information and explore fingerprints. Last day of training will be the successful completion of the spy obstacle course, creating diversions, mastering the art of disguise, and target shooting. Each day, students will complete a mission and learn the history and myths of famous spies. This is your mission, should you choose to accept it; is to be the best spy you can be! This message will self-destruct in 60 seconds. 

Week 7: Pokémon: Whether you’re a seasoned Pokémon trainer or just starting your adventure, this camp is the perfect place to learn, grow and have fun! Engage in epic battles with other trainers. Design your own unique Pokémon, complete with stats, abilities and captivating backstory. Learn to play the game, master card strategies, and compete in tournaments.
Week 7: Mixed Media Art: Calling all budding artists! This week, artists will explore the world of creating mixed media art. Artists will get to work with watercolor, acrylic and oil paints to create their own works of art, as well as creating their own stamps for printmaking. Artists will work with felt and paper to create different works of art. Artists will also be able to create mixed media collages. Throughout the week, students will have time to work on basic art skills and create their own masterpieces! Students should not wear good clothing to camp this week.


Week 8: Barnyard Palooza: This week, students will work on learning how to take care of all the farm animals that call Children’s Tribe home. Monday we will be studying rabbits, Tuesday will be chickens, Wednesday will be goats and Thursday will be dogs and cats. Students will learn their lifecycles, families, and proper names for the animals. We will also incorporate our garden setup during this week; what our animals eat from our garden, rotating pens and the purposes that these animals do for our farm. They will also learn about the fertilizer our animals produce for our plants. Students should bring a change of clothes to be left in their backpack.

Week 8: Carnival of Knowledge: Come one, come all to the carnival! This week is all about getting ready for back to school. Students will have a list of daily responsibilities to work on from language, reading, writing, reading comprehension, math and more. Students will receive a ticket for each responsibility accomplished. This will enable them to play carnival games and win prizes.
